It should content the summarized description of materials and methods and/or that of the studied site. It must content results. It must content conclusive remarks. It should be large (more than 1000 print-types, up to  2500 = one page) if the paper is not in English. It should not be more than 800 print-types if the English is the language used in the text. 

INTRODUZIONE – INTRODUCTION   size 11
All that is useful for the comprehension of what is successively presented. The cited Authors/papers have to be indicated with small capitals, and arranged according the year of publication (author, 1997;  Buthor, 1997; author and author, 2005; Author et al., 2015) and, when more than one article is cited, please arrange them according the publication year  or, if they are of the same publication year, the alphabetic order of Authors. Also if Italian language is used, two Authors of the same article have to be united by “and”. For any other indication, please follow the examples showed above.
Text of all paragraph (other than the first) must start with an indentation of  0,75 cm from the left margin of the page. 

The introduction is homogeneous, possibly without subtitles and/or subchapters; without tables, graphics, figures and/or photographs. Names of species have to be written always in Italics Genus species.  The name of the Author-descriptor of the species, followed by the year of the description, according the biological nomenclature rules, has not to be reported in the reference list, and it has to be written in normal type characters (not small capitals) Genus species Author, 1899.
Generally, cardinal points should be reported as initials, capitals, not as extended words. For example is suggested the use of  W and NW at the place of West, occidental, or North West, north occidental. 
In the introduction it should be specified, and justified, the aim of the study and the project of the investigation. 
materiali e metodi – MATERIAL AND METHODS      SIZE 11
All that was used, and methods adopted to use that material, to pursue the aim and/or obtain the final results. This portion hosts a description of the sites where the samples have been collected, if such sites are the object of the study (a system to be described, or to be understood). The geographic relative positions are reported as only the first letter (capital) of cardinal points (for example, south-west must be indicated SW) All the chapter can be subdivided according to paragraphs, each devoted to single aspects: site, sample collection and analysis to obtain data, statistical elaboration of data. When a subdivision according to paragraphs is proposed, please follow the annexed example:
the study site
a description with objective references (maps, geographic coordinates, etc.)

sampling methods and sample analysis
planning of the sample collection, tools and instruments adopted, description of the methods to obtain numerical data, reference to already published methods or collecting plans. 
data statistic elaboration 
description of the statistic elaboration/treatment of the data deriving from the analysis, with justification of the statistical approach adopted, and reference to other already published similar works.
risultati – RESULTS   SIZE 11
Obtained results, originals, from the descriptive approach and analysis, possibly illustrated with tables (Tab. 1), graphics, figures, photographs (Fig. 1). Any comment must be limited or completely avoided, to be presented into the successive chapter. Please pay attention to the order of presentation of results: it should correspond to the order of the listed methods (the preceding chapter) and of the discussion (successive chapter).  Figures and tables must have English captions, or double language captions if the paper is not written in English (English being always one of the two languages).
discussione e conclusioni – DISCUSSION AND CONCLUSIONS    SIZE 11
Discussion of results on the basis of arguments proposed in the Introduction Chapter, and of the information already available in the literature. The Authors whom a citation is referred to must be indicated with the surname written with the small capital style (author, 1997;  Buthor, 1997; author and Buthor, 2005; Author et al., 2015) and, when more than a citation is necessary, the references must be organized according to the year of publication or, in presence of the same year for more than one reference, the alphabetic order of the Authorship. 

Either in Italian language contributions, and in those in English language, the names of two Authors must be connected with “and”. For any other indication, please see directly the presented examples. Please use “inverted commas” when you report exactly a text from other source; the italic style must be used when the name cited is in a language different from that used in the text (hence, for species names, which are in Latin), and overall those terms which are written with original style (Greek, Cyrillic, etc.), different from the Latin alphabet. 

Discussion of single points of results is necessary, in the same order, and without any exception. Please underline, in the present section, the conclusions where the results allowed to arrive but also, in addition, the perspective these open or questions they asked.

Figures and Tables:

they must be indicated with progressive Arabic numbers (1, - n) within the text according the spelling Fig. 1 or Tab. 1. The caption of each figure or table starts with its number (Fig. 1, Tab. 1) and prosecutes with the text after a horizontal trait (-), all size 9. The caption must explain what the fig/table represents without references to the main text and/or to literature. Captions of all the Figures and Tables relative to each contribution must be produced, all together, on a separate paper sheet with the title:  “captions of Figures and Tables”. Please take care of column into the Tables, but please avoid vertical bars. The measure unit adopted will be always those of the metric-decimal system (m, g, l)
n.b.:  Contributions undersigned by more than 3 authors are not automatically considered for the publication. This will be justified only if evidently dealing with many disciplines. The total length of each contribution will not pass the 15 pages (text wideness: 17 cm; space 1; size: 11; Times New Roman) including Figures and Tables. Exceptions will be considered for contributions, as faunal or floristic studies, which need more space. 
The reference list will consider exclusively references cited within the text. 
A reference literature, general, could be accepted, but apart from the regular one. 
Foot of page notes are not admitted.

Authors of Italian language are strongly encouraged to write their contribution in English. Costs of translation and/or editing are on the Authors’ budgets. Texts written in not correct English will be sent back to the Authors. When the contribution has been accepted, the journal will ask original figures and images; the possible publication of colour images needs to be discussed before the publication.
